Oct. 21 and is expected to last approximately two weeks.

e During the week of Oct. 28, beginning Oct. 31 — Crews will
replace service equipment near the intersection of Columbia St.
and Western Ave; PSE trucks may be in the area. :

natural gas equipment near the intersection of Spring St. and 1% ;
Ave.; Crews will install temporary equipment above ground while
repairs are made to permanent underground system
components, and the work is expected to last approximately two %
to three weeks.
